	Student outcomes:

Talking and Listening

· engage in conversations with peers and known adults - beginning with greetings and participation in story time using a voice output communication devise.
· make choices using real objects/object symbols using eye gaze and touching.
· attend to stories being read by teacher and stories on the Interactive White Board.

· develop a yes/no response using Picture Communication Symbols.

· Make vocalisations to say “Hi” and finish phrases in songs and rhymes.

Reading

· reach out and touch tactile letters.  

Writing

· be assisted to grasp a writing implement and make lines on initial sound worksheets.


	Individual student related indicators:

Student 1 will develop a consistent Yes/No response (head movement); Develop choice making skills (look, touch); turn-taking skills; switch and VOCA skills; use of Makaton signs (‘more’, ‘finished’).
Student 2 will develop a consistent Yes/No response (head movement); Develop choice making skills (look, touch); turn-taking skills; switch and VOCA skills; use of Makaton signs (‘more’, ‘finished’).
Student 3 will develop a consistent Yes/No response (tactile symbols on wheelchair tray); Develop choice making skills (real objects with auditory clues – turn toward); turn-taking skills; switch and VOCA skills.
Student 4 will develop a consistent Yes/No response (Arm movement – Right/Yes, Left/No); Develop choice making skills(using ‘Yes’ response with auditory clues); turn-taking skills; switch and VOCA skills.
Student 5 will develop a consistent Yes/No response (PCS); Develop choice making skills (look, touch); turn-taking skills; switch and VOCA skills; use of Makaton signs (‘more’, ‘finished’).


	Lesson organization, activities and strategies:

Morning Group

Days of the Week – “What day is it” Verbally work out the day(timetable clues etc) Show each student the Day card then put it into sentence at top of Daily routine board. Today is .... Repeat for weather symbol. Calendar on Starfall.com also has Days of week. Show own picture of student to each child. Give choice of 2 to xxxxx, xxxxx and xxxxxx. (NB vision difficulties, see Student Profiles) to choose own picture. Use VOCA to say poem ‘I Am Special’ while looking at poster of poem.

Introduce sound of the week. Look at sound of 1 animal a week. (See unit outline). Feel tactile letter (foam & sandpaper). Look at relevant ‘sound bag’ (contain objects starting with each letter of the alphabet). Starfall.com phonics activity.

Interactive Reading  
Day 1 - Read current theme book. (Read Name, author, illustrator, where do you start reading etc; verbalise turning the page. Point to each word, Day 2 – Build on previous activities. Read and Use VOCA for repeated words and phrases. Day 3 – 10 Read and look at each page; discuss illustrations; find animal names in the print; Day 10 ... Sequence animals/events in story. Continue with activities + counting of animals and looking at environment re: theme. Ask students if they liked story (see individual indicators.)
Individual/Small Group

Paste picture of current animal to Letter sheet.(Alphabet Letters folder)

Complete activity worksheet on current letter sound. (Literacy Folder)

Play Dough 

Letter sound play dough mats.(use relevant letter)
Story Time 
Stories related to theme, PM Readers(computer desktop), other stories on the Smart Board eg. starfall, storyline online, 
Reading Club  
Teachers in Primary Team rotate through classes on Wednesday afternoon at 2:45pm. Teachers choose a book to read to the class.
Art/Craft 
Animal craft co-ordinates with Letter/Sound of the week so opportunity to reinforce sound work.
