	Content:
Students ask questions and explore mathematical problems. They use everyday language, materials and informal recordings to demonstrate understanding and link mathematical ideas.

Students count to 30 and represent numbers to 20 with objects, pictures, numerals and words and read and use ordinal numbers to at least ‘tenth’ place. They manipulate objects to model addition and subtraction, multiplication and division. Students divide objects into two equal parts and describe them as halves. They recognise coins and notes

	Lesson organisation, activities and strategies:

Adjustments:
Use of visuals to select items, create an instructional sequence and to create a visual activity sequence.

Recording groups and sharing using concrete materials, items of personal interest, class data etc.

Active involvement in selecting grouping and moving objects to create groups.

Large muscle activity to encourage engagement eg moving between groups to request items for grouping..

Waiting for a response. Know the student’s response time.

Set up for success eg limited range of choices, differentiation based on a broad attribute range.

Visual strategy – sequencing board

Teach key words,

Colour recognition – colours, shape, comparative concepts
Activities:
Creating groups on IWB using cloning tool.

Visual arts activities.

Making equal rows and repeat patterns

Sharing equally
