	Individual Student Outcomes (adjustments and support):

All students will:
· Attend to stories about shapes
· Explores three dimensional objects with touch/vision

· Makes choices of equipment based on shape

· Participate in follow up activities about shapes
Most students will:

· Uses everyday language to describe objects 

· Sort three dimensional objects

· Name three dimensional objects
· Make models using three dimensional objects

Some students will:

· Accepts physical assistance to engage/participate in physical activities using equipment of different shapes.

	Content:   
· Uses three-dimensional equipment to engage/participate in physical activities

· Students access/interact with three-dimensional objects

	Lesson organisation, activities and strategies:

· Participate in a sports/mobility program using equipment of different shapes and sizes e.g. balls, bean bags, hoops, basketball rings

· Manipulating and describing a variety of objects found in the environment using everyday language e.g. describe an object hidden in a “mystery bag” using shape, colour, size, texture and function.

· Sorting three dimensional objects and explaining attributes used e.g. colour, size, shape, function and explain how a group of objects has been sorted

· Making models using a variety of three dimensional objects and describing the models e.g. stacking building blocks

· Recognising and using informal names for three dimensional objects e.g. box, ball

· Read the story using tactile three-dimensional shapes and follow with activities e.g. Shape Race, Shape Picture Books, Shape Match
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	Language used:

Give an instruction

‘Look, touch, feel, explore this ….(equipment)’

‘Show me which piece of equipment/object you would like to use’

Make a statement

‘You are using/playing on ……(3D object)’

‘You are on the …….(3D object)’

‘You have a …..(3D object) in your hand’ e.g. pyramid, cube, sphere

‘That is a …….(3D object)
Ask a question

‘Do you want to use the ….. (equipment/object)’ e.g. ball in sporting activity

Some students should be able to communicate using the following language:  object, shape, size, curved, flat, pointy, round, roll, slide, stack.
